Its small round tee-boxes, as many as six on some holes, provide daunting looking carries. However, because most tee-shots

are downhill, they seem much tougher on the eye that on the swing.

The fairways wind their way through a landscape that rivals some of Arizona’s best desert style courses. Cacti, large boulders

and the occasional water-hazard only punish the severest of misses.The greens, both very fast and true, due to their size, 

offer a large variety of pin-placements, on some holes up to a 4 club difference.

The hotel’s restaurant provides buffet-style meals with lighter meals available from the pool grill house.
